Spaendende effekter

interferensfarver, der changerer
afhaengigt af lysets indfald.

Farverne skifter ikke bare fra mat til

blankt, men ogsa selve kulgren
&ndrer sig, afhaengig af fra hvilken
side tapetet betragtes.

Bag idéen og magnstrene til Fiona
Nordic Leaves star den danske
designer Helene Blanche fra Tapet
Café i Kebenhavn. Tapeterne blev
herefter bragt til live i samarbejde
med chefdesigner Elsa Kirstine
Krogh fra tapetfabrikken Fiona, der
har veeret med til at udvikle og
kolorere kollektionen.

Enkel og hurtig opsaetning

Fiona Nordic Leaves er fremstillet i
non-woven kvalitet. Det betyder
blandt andet, at det er ligesa nemt
at saette tapetet op som for
eksempel glasvaev: Nemlig ved at
rulle klister pa vaeggen og seette
tapetet direkte op.

Fokus pa miljo

Fiona tapeter bliver fremstillet pa
Sydfyn i Danmark. Det er de blevet
siden 1897, og i dag er Fiona et af
Europas forende tapet
varemeerker. Fionas politik er altid
at bruge de bedst mulige ravarer.
Tapeterne er E-godkendte med
garanti for et miljgvenligt produkt.



Nordic Leaves, new wallpaper
collection from Fiona

This new wallpaper collection Fiona
Nordic Leaves is strongly inspired
by the Nordic nature and the
special Nordic light. The collection
contains 57 wallpapers. All
wallpapers are washable and have
good fastness to light.

The patterns are gathered from the
Nordic flora with its gentle, but
often also unexpected and
surprising shapes.

The colours range from mild and
delicate to fresh and modern colour
compositions.

The wallpapers contain silhouettes
and contrasts as well as glitter
effects in silver, gold and bronze.

As something quite new, the so-
called interference colours, which
shimmer depending on the
direction of the light, are used on
many patterns.

The colours do not only change
from matt to glossy, but the colour
itself changes, too, depending on
from which side the wallpaper is
viewed.

The Danish designer Helene
Blanche from Tapet Café in
Copenhagen is behind the idea and
the patterns for Fiona Nordic
Leaves. Helene Blanche graduated
from the well-reputed school of art
and design “Central Saint Martin” in
London, and she has many years
of experience with Scandinavian
interior design.

The collection has been developed
and coloured in co-operation with
head of design Elsa Krogh from the
wallpaper factory Fiona.

Fiona Nordic Leaves is produced
on a non-woven quality. Among
other things this means that it is
just as easy to hang this wallpaper
as e.g. glass tissue: Namely by
rolling the adhesive directly on the
wall and hang the wallpaper
afterwards.

Fiona wallpapers are produced on
Southern Funen in Denmark and
have been so ever since 1897.
Today, Fiona is one of Europe’s
leading wallpaper brands, and the
policy has always been to use the
best possible raw materials. The
wallpapers are E-approved
guaranteeing an environmentally-
friendly product.
